Our security course at Bright Direction Training, gives you the skills and knowledge
to work in the security industry. On completion of the course, you will obtain an SIA
licence, which is a legal requirement if you are looking to work in security.

Level 1 Award in Customer Service:
Improving customer service knowledge when working face to face with customers.

Level 1 Employability Skills Certificate:

Gaining an insight into the security industry. Understanding mindset, time
management, problem solving and working in a team, interview skills and how to
keep improving.

First Aid at Work:

This qualification covers knowledge such as the roles and responsibilities of
the first aider, how to assess an incident and recognising signs/symptoms

of injury and illness. The qualification also covers first aid skills in CPR and use
of an AED and assisting a casualty who is suffering from major injury and illness
such as chest injuries, spinal injuries and anaphylaxis.

This part of the course is delivered over 6 days, and covers the four units that
are required to get your SIA licence:

To be eligible for government funding, you must be:

e Aged 19 +
e A resident of Greater Manchester

e Unemployed

HOW LONG DOES IT TAKE TO GET
MY SIA LIGENCE?

After completion of the course, it can take around 14 working days
to get your results. You can then apply for your SIA licence. Your
licence can take around 3-6 weeks to arrive - however, you will
receive a reference number which most employers will accept until
your physical card arrives.

HOW LONG DOES MY
SIA LICENCE LAST?

Your licence lasts for 3 years. When your card expires you can do a
short top up course to renew your badge.
